After considering
public comments on a proposed plan, the agencies select a remedial
alternative before proceeding with cleanup. Interested stakeholders
can request information or briefs on the status of remedial
investigations and alternatives. To request such briefings, contact the
Community Relations Plan coordinator.

The steps and actions the BCT are trying to avoid. These are the steps that get the clean up done in accordance to our (the community’s) specifications and that of the Regulatory Agencies, the Federal Facilities Agreement Act, CERCLA/Superfund,  snf CEQA.





The step that actually gets the physical clean up done. Also holds the BCT responsible for the clean up.





Community Involvement is required under CERCLA. How involved have we been? Especially in the development of the Risk Assessment Methodology, and Decision Process Flow Path (See Diagram 1). They must be held accountable to their responsibilities as stated in the Federal Facilities Agreement, and the Superfund/CERCLA agreement.
